COURSE DESCRIPTION 
This one-week intensive course will be held June 9-13, 2008 and is open to all Middle School age actors (rising 6th grade to rising 
8th grade), and will be led by Lovett Middle School theater instructor and professional actor/director Chris Ekholm.  These young 
performers will receive daily instruction from a variety of exceptional teachers and professionals from the theater community.  
This course is tailor-made to meet the needs of the Middle School actor.  During the course of the week, students will experience 
introductory instruction in Puppetry, Improvisation, Voice, Stage Combat, Acting for the Camera, Clowning/Mime, Audition 
Technique, Juggling, Choreography/Movement and Script Analysis.  The maximum enrollment is 14 to ensure these beginning 
actors receive much individual attention and personalized instruction.

Classes fill quickly and space is limited. Registration will be on a first-come, first-served basis. Full refunds of tuition will be made in the 
event that this class is canceled by Lovett. In the event a student withdraws four weeks prior to the start date, a tuition refund will be made, 
minus the $75 processing fee. If a student withdraws fewer than two weeks prior to the start date, no tuition refund will be made. Upon 
registration, if you are a Lovett student, your account will be billed in full ($375). If you are not a Lovett student, please send this  
form with a check for the full tuition ($375) payable to "The Lovett School" to the attention of Chris Ekholm at 4075 Paces Ferry Rd., NW, 
Atlanta, GA  30327-3099.  The student’s name and course name should be indicated on the check.  In case of withdrawal due to illness, the 
family and the school will share the loss equally. Written notice from a physician will be required before the refund is issued. No reduction can 
be made for late entry, early departure, or withdrawal for any reason other than cited above unless previously requested in writing and approved 
by the Director of Fine Arts. Classes are open to rising sixth through eighth graders and students from other schools are welcome.
